About the Harbor Shores Project

What is the Harbor Shores Development?

Harbor Shores is a 530-acre, mixed-use development that spans parts of Benton Harbor, St.
Joseph and Benton Charter Township in the lower southwest corner of Michigan. Current
plans include residential units, commercial space, a hotel/conference center, a Jack
Nicklaus Signature public golf course, indoor water park, marinas, parks and new green
space, and various other amenities.

Who is Harbor Shores Community Redevelopment, Inc.?

Harbor Shores Community Redevelopment, Inc. is a non-profit entity formed to serve as
master developer for the Harbor Shores project. As a corporation, HSCRI is owned by
three non-profit organizations: Whirlpool Foundation, the Alliance for WorldClass
Communities and Cornerstone Alliance. HSCRI is managed by the Board of Trustees,
which includes representatives of this ownership group.

Why is Harbor Shores a good development opportunity for the communities?

Harbor Shores is a unique opportunity to revitalize the Benton Harbor and St. Joseph
community and transform the area from a quaint Twin Cities area along Lake Michigan’s
watertront to take its place among the premier vacation destinations in the Midwest.
Harbor Shores will help enable the community to begin a process to reverse declining
populations, shrinking countywide school enrollments and manufacturing job losses that
have burdened our communities for the past several decades. Harbor Shores will provide
significant investments in environmental clean up as well as enhance the arts district and
add recreation/entertainment opportunities, retail establishments and office space to the
community.

When does construction begin?

The Jack Nicklaus Signature golf course will be the centerpiece of the development, the
management team of HSCRI is committed to celebrating a grand opening of the golf
course in the summer of 2009. This requires that construction of the golf course begin in
July 2007. Tt will take approximately 12 months to sculpt the course and then about one
year for it to “grow in.” Infrastructure improvements throughout the project area will also
begin by July 2007. Project infrastructure will continue through September of 2011.
Construction of the residential development is scheduled to begin in early 2008, and
several facets of the project are expected to come online in 2009. The residential units will
be built, sold and occupied over several years, and build-out of the residential construction
should be completed by 2013.
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About the Harbor Shores Project

‘What is the Community Benefits Plan? What does it entail?

The Community Benefits Plan provides a roadmap for transformation by addressing four
core components of individual and community sufficiency through an integrated
approach. The four areas of concentration include human capacity building, literacy and
workforce development, housing and homeownership development, and the local business
consortium.

Through Harbor Shores’ community benefits programming, there is one benefit that will
be critical to catalyzing longterm systemic change; human capacity building. Our indi-
vidual residents must be given the tools to gain access to the myriad of opportunities
created by the project, the community benefits plan focuses on literacy, life skills, and
workforce. Qur premise of human capacity building has always been at the epicenter of the
Harbor Shores Project. The project in and of itself is simply an enabler to drive commu-
nity transformation.

‘What does the Harbor Shores project mean to our communities when it comes to the
generation of new tax base?

The project has the potential to significantly increase the real property tax base for Benton
Harbor and St. Joseph as well as Benton Township, Berrien County and the state of
Michigan. New residential and commercial space is projected to increase the local tax base
of Benton Harbor (+75%), St. Joseph (+30%), and Benton Charter Township (+3%). The
county will also see increased tax revenues from the project. The state of Michigan will also
benefit from the project as it will generate more than just new property taxes, it will also
generate additional sales tax, revenue sharing and public infrastructure dollars. The project
will additionally aid area schools as new residents locate in the community.

About the Local Business Consortium

The Local Business Consortium (LBC)is a forum for including local businesses into the
Harbor Shotes project planning. The initial LBC membership reflected an emphasis on
construction traces. Both wellknown general contractors, and subcontractors with a wide
range of experience, were included as well as the staff of Cornerstone Alliance’s Small
Business Services (SBS). Current plans call to expand the consortium to include suppliers,
local retail and service providers.

The LBC targets small businesses located within the commumities impacted by the
development. Special emphasis is given to minority-owned businesses and women-owned
businesses — businesses which face the challenges of access to capital, training, equitable
contracting prospects, and joint venture and partnership opportunities. The LBC is
establishing a program to create opportunities for these businesses to be delivered within
two primary program areas: contractor assistance and development and entrepreneurial
small business development.

*  The Contractor Assistance and Development Program (CA&DP) will initiate
immediately to take advantage of the momentum generated around the project
and provide a gateway for local contractors to realize benefits during the
construction phase.

*  The Entrepreneurial/Small Business Development (E/SBD) initiatives will
provide opportunities for longterm successes as entrepreneurs are identified and
their businesses are nurtured through this support and assistance plan.
